General

The William L. Thomas Scholarship Fund was established through an endowment fund made possible by a gift from Brother Thomas '43.  In January 1992, Mr. Thomas presented his gift to the Oregon State University Foundation for the purpose of establishing a scholarship fund for members of Oregon Alpha.  The William L. Thomas Scholarship Fund was first awarded to undergraduate fraternity members fall term 1992.

Purpose

The purpose of this scholarship is to provide one or more awards to deserving students to help pay tuition expenses at Oregon State University.  The total amount of the award (s) will vary.  The awards will be presented each summer and will be distributed evenly over the following three terms.  The awards are based on financial need, scholastic achievement, and service to the fraternity, campus, and community. 

Qualifications and Criteria

To qualify, a candidate must be a member of Oregon Alpha, a full time student (12 hours minimum) at Oregon State University, and studying for an undergraduate degree.  To receive this award, the recipient must live in the chapter house all three terms and be a member in good standing.  If any of these requirements are not maintained, the scholarship may be revoked.  Members are eligible to apply for this award each year.

Selection Committee
The members of the Thomas Scholarship Fund Selection Committee shall include, but not be limited to, EDA Mike Boring, House Dad Stro Strohmeyer ‘08, Dick Thompson ‘73, Bill Brennan ‘62, and Ron Thiesen ’61.

Application Requirements

The application materials required for each candidate include 1) a personal information sheet and questionnaire, and 2) an official transcript of all college-level work from the registrar of the college or university.  Application materials will be available spring term and must be submitted to a committee member by July 15th each year.  The recipient(s) of this scholarship will be notified by September 1st each year.

Administration

The principal of the fund will be managed by the OSU Foundation.  The existence and purpose of the fund will be promoted to other alumni to increase the principal over time and amount of income available for scholarships. Upon selection of the scholarship recipient(s), the Treasurer of the Housing Corporation will advise the Executive Director of the OSU Foundation, providing the recipients full name and social security number.  The OSU Foundation will transfer scholarship funds to the Oregon State University Business Office, where a credit will be provided at registration or a credit card issued to the student which can be cashed at the University Cashier's office upon presentation of the current fee receipts and the credit card.

The OSU Foundation shall retain the principal of the Fund intact, and shall distribute, for the aforesaid purpose(s), only a portion of the income from this Fund so that the real value of the principal is not decreased over time.  The OSU Foundation may change the form of the principal of this Fund by investing or reinvesting the assets thereof as it may choose, separately or together with other assets of the Foundation, without restriction to any statutory list of permissible investments.  Compensation for services rendered under this Agreement shall not exceed reasonable expenses incidental to the receipt and management of this Fund.

In the event that at some time in the future it becomes impossible for the OSU Foundation to administer this Fund in accordance with the above-mentioned terms and conditions, the President of Oregon State University, following consultation with the OSU Scholarship Committee, shall designate other scholarship uses for the distributed earnings of this Fund that are consistent with the known interests and desires of the creators of this Fund and the academic interests of Oregon State University.
